But I 

was provided all those at the International Hospital. They donôt have 

a call system there for the nurse so you have to just have someone 

go tell the nurse what you need or wait until she comes by. I was on a ward with 4 other 

patients. But I am very thankful for the care I received and for Godôs mercy. The hospital sits 

on one of the seven hills in Kampala and has a beautiful view and nice breeze. (And many 

mosquitoes.) 

 

Last month I showed you 

a picture of Baby Amos 

(far left) and told you that 

we took him to Iganga 

Babies Home. We stopped 

to visit Amos on our way 

back from Kampala. 

Doesnôt he look 

wonderful. Good food and 

Godôs loving care do wonders for these children.  

Also, last month we told you that baby Grace had gone back to her uncle but he has since then 

returned her to the care of Smile Africa as he was not able to care for her. 

We now have the legal papers for Smile Africa and the Okwareôs to care 

for her for the next five years. It was a great joy to have her back though 

she was ill when away and has lost some weight. We know God will 

totally restore her.
